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Robotics Camp Helps Prepares Students for High-Tech Jobs 
 

Freshmen and sophomores at the Detroit School for Industrial Arts had the opportunity in June to 
extend their education during a summer technology camp. In a special program sponsored by 
Deneb Robotics and Job Skill Technology, the students worked on state-of-the-art computers 
learning to correct simulated problems in robotics that staff the state’s automotive lines.

Hudson Webber and Holly foundations.
